RuULES

1. Short title and commencement.—(1) These rules may be called
the Kerala Abkari Shops Disposal (Amendment) Rules, 2018.

(2) They shall come into force at once.

. 2. Amendment of the Rules.—In the Kerala Abkari Shops Disposal
Rules, 2002,

(1) in rule 5—

(a) After sub-rule (16), the following sub-rules shall be
inserted, namely:—

““(16A) Where there are more than one purchaser for a
group and if all the purchasers of the group desires so, each shop in the
group shall be granted separate licence among the purchasers. A joint
application and an affidavit shall be furnished by such purchasers for the
~ purpose. On receipt of such application, the Deputy Excise Commissioner
of the Division shall verify the same and transfer the licence among the
purchasers if he satisfies with the eligibility.

(16B) The applicants mentioned in sub-rule (16A) shall
execute an agreement in form No. IIIA to the effect that in the event of
cancellation of any of the shop/shops in the group they will takeover the
shop/shops after remitting full rental of the shop/shops and run such shop/
shops for the remaining period. If the licensee/licensees fails to fulfill the
agreement executed in the event of cancellation of shop/shops, the licence
of the remaining shop/shops in the group shall be cancelled and rental
shall be forfeited to Government. In such cases these shops shall be resold
or otherwise disposed of at the risk of the original licensee/licensees:

Provided that in the event of death of a licensee of the shop/shops
and if the legal heirs are not willing to run the shop/shops the remaining
licensees shall takeover the shop/shops and run the shop/shops for the
remaining period. If the licensee/licensees fails to fulfill the agreement,
licences of the remaining shop/shops in the group shall be cancelled and
rental shall be forfeited to Government.
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"~ In such cases these shops shall be resold or otherwise
disposed off at the risk of the original licensee/licensees.

(b) In the first proviso to mcc-l_n (18), for the first sentence
the following shall be substituted, namely:—

“Provided that, if the privilege of a group of shops is
purchased by a group of individuals, and in the case of death of any of
them, the other privilege purchasers/licensees will be permitted to run the
shop/shops which was/were licensed to the deceased license and the
privilege may be transferred in their names, if the legal heir of the
deceased privilege purchaser/licensee is not willing to conduct the shops or
doesn’t apply in writing for the privilege before the Deputy Excise
Commissioner of the Division, within one month from the date of death”;

, (c) in sub-rule Auu.v. for the words “to conduct the shops”, the
words and symbol “to conduct the shop/shops abandoned by the licensee”
shall‘be substituted;

(2) in rule 7,—

(a) to sub-rule (31), the following proviso shall be added,
namely:— : .

“Provided that where the licence of thé shop/shops
assigned to a licensee under sub-rule (16) of rule 5, is cancelled such
shop/shops shall be run by other licensees in the group for the remaining
period.”; _

(b) to sub-rule (33), the following proviso shall be added,
namely:— . )

. “Provided that in the case of shops granted licence under
sub-rule (16A) of rule 5, if any licensee is convicted under any law or is
disqualified to hold a licence, the licence of the particular shop/shops
shall be cancelled and such shop/shops shall be run by other licensees in
the group for the remaining period.”;

(3) after form No. III, the following Form shall be inserted,
namely:—

Explanatory Note

(This does not form part of the notification, but is intended to indicate
its general purport.)

As per the Kerala Abkari Shops Disposal Rules, 2002 when an
abkari case is registered against any one of the shops in a group, the
licence of all the toddy shops are cancelled. The representatives of
different trade unions in the Toddy sector have submitted the practical
difficulties in closing down all the shops in a group. Hence, as per
G. O. (Ms.) 60/17/TD dated 22nd March, 2017 the Government have
decided to licence shops separately and assign shops in.a group for each
licensee, where there are more than one licensee for a Group and to
amend the Kerala Abkari Shops Disposal Rules, 2002 suitably.

The notification is intended to achieve the above object.
